4-Little Bay and 5-Monks Park

Little Bay

20 acres, formerly part of the Briarwood Conference Center, purchased in 1999 with member donations. This unique
area of waterfront and woods offers rolling terrain and lovely views of Little Bay along its 3/4-mile loop and cross
trails. The property is located on Shore Road about one mile north of the Barlows Landing Road intersection. Parking

is available on Shore Road and Valley Bars Road.
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Monks Park

9 wooded acres just south of Little Bay, purchased by the Town of Bourne Open Space Committee in 2002. The 1/2-
mile loop trail provides views of Monks Park and Ox Pond. The trails are maintained by the BCT. Parking is

available on Valley Bars Road off Shore Road about one mile north of the intersection of Barlows Landing Road
and Shore Road.
